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Background

In October 2016, WayOut Wodonga’s Youth Action Group held an LGBTIQ+ community meeting with a number of local groups to discuss strengthening ties within our community. The need for greater support and leadership across the North East was identified, and the idea of a leadership program for the Ovens Murray area was born. 

The Youth Action Group joined together with Hume Phoenix and Alpine Valleys Community Leadership to apply for an LGBTIQ+ Community Grant through the Victorian Government’s Department of Premier and Cabinet.  To our delight, we were successful in our application, and the leadership program you are applying for is the result!

Program Information
We are seeking participants for this program from across North-East Victoria and Border regions that represent the region’s LGBTIQ+ communities.  We value diversity, and are looking to bring together a cohort that represents a range of ages, backgrounds, and leadership experience.  You don’t have to be a part of a group to participate in this program- we aim to support emerging leaders from our LGBTIQ+ community groups as well as individuals.

There are up to 24 program places available.
WHEN:  The program will be delivered over the weekends of 17/18th February and 3/4th March 2018. 
WHERE: Lake Hume Resort Albury
As the program is being funded by the Victorian Department of Premier and Cabinet Equality branch, there is no fee for participants. All accommodation and meals are provided as part of the program, and transport will also be provided for those who don’t have the means to make their way to the venue independently.
Applications will be accepted until Tuesday 16th January 2018. The project team will then review the applications and short-listed applicants will be required to attend a short interview in late January.  Successful applicants will be notified by 1st February 2018.

The program will include facilitated skills workshops in:
· Leadership - group dynamics, leadership theory, personal and community leadership
· Communication - communication skills, networking, public speaking
· Community Capacity - local resources, working with volunteers, project management
· Leading Change –good governance, decision making, goal setting, resilience strategies
· Advocacy- working with government, resolving conflict, effective activism

· An understanding of how to be an advocate and leader within the LGBTIQ+ community

· Greater confidence in your personal ability to lead
· Strengthened relationships within the LGBTIQ+ community
· An increased understanding of the support services available to the LGBTIQ+ community
